The Department of Political Science in Dhruba Chand Halder College
organized a short term course named as 2 months Add on course on Journalism
and Mass-Communication for our students to assure their better future.

OUTCOME OF THE ADD-ON-COURSE

The Department started with 60 students initially, but unfortunately, 10 of the
students could not complete the course within the stipulated time, and were not

able to take the examination.

The main problem that we encountered was the students’ inability to
comprehend and understand the subject, in the initial stages. Since they were
new to this subject, it was difficult for them to understand the subject. But, as
the course proceeded, the situation began to improve and traces of development
soon began to be seen in them. Since there were topics like sport journalism and
media journalism, they showed their interest and began to cultivate their interest
in topical discussions. Students are now able to relate to the emerging trends in
the field of journalism. Students are now able to analyze the various aspects of
